necessary tests, 

or take into account the results of growing tests or other trials 
which have already been carried out. 

For the purposes of examination, the authority may require 
the breeder to furnish all the necessary information, 
documents or material.

Summary of DUS test methods in Japan 

Today, PVP System in Japan

 Receives about 1,000 applications annually 
(1,018 in 2014 was 5th largest in UPOV) 

 Around 70 % of applications are examined 
by growing test 

 About 700-800 tests (500 at Nishinihon
station) conducted annually 

We are proud of this “advanced” system.
