Welcome to Japan, Tokyo and Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries.
You may have been staying in Japan about two weeks but Today may be the first day in Tokyo and will have some slots of lectures for all day long, here in the HQ of the Ministry.

In order to understand Japanese PVP system or protection of Intellectual property right better, particularly in Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries and Food industry, I would like to show you some general topics of Agriculture and food situation before entering some specified topics on PVP or so on. 



1. Agricultural and Food
Industry in Japan
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You may be first time to visit Japan or a few time experiences in Japan but when you  stay in Tokyo or Kyoto, you may have few opportunity to see country side, home place of Agriculture. 
However, I believe you can find paddy fields on the way to Tokyo from Tsukuba yesterday,  and after classroom lecture and laboratory training in first half part of your course, you can visit Hokkaido, northern island  farm dominated area and then visit some local area sometimes in mountainous area, you can have good opportunity to see real agriculture in Japan.
What word you can imagine  when you hear Japan or Japanese, may-be “Toyota”, “Panasonic” or “Sony”, Yes Japan is one of the most industrialized country with cutting edge technology, and also urban life in Tokyo, you can enjoy the most sophisticated atmosphere in the world.
You may enjoy world wide variety cuisine in Tokyo such as French, Italian, Chinese or Thai dishes as well as Japanese traditional food “Wasyoku” in Tokyo or anywhere in Japan. 
How about ingredients or materials in these cuisines? Do you think where they come from? Some are imported, such as beef coming from US or Ausie, chicken from Brazil, Salmon from Chile or Norway, wheat for bread coming from USA, and so on.
But others are produced in Japan, almost all rice, staple food in Japan and essential ingredient in Japanese food such as Sushi, and famous “Kobe beef” is produced in near Kobe but partly fed by imported feed. Many fresh vegetables are produced in Japan, such as lettuce, carrot or even Italian basil are produced in Japan and sometimes in urban area. Some fruit such as apple or Japanese pear is produced in Japan mainly but some others such as banana or pineapple are mainly imported.            
 So I will show you some important data showing Japanese agriculture and food industry.

国民経済における農林水産業に占める割合は低い（１％）が、食品産業を加えると1割になること、食料自給率の説明、輸入超となっていることを簡単に説明。
Production output of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries is calculated as 12.2 trillion yen (which is aggregated from farm gate price) and only 1.2 % of Gross output in Japan which is almost 1 quadrillion yen. However output of AFF and food industry is about 110 trillion yen and shared 11% in total. 
Important indicator of food security , self-sufficiency rate which reflecting domestic consumption covered by domestic production, we have two indicators one is calorie supply basis ; 39%, and production value basis is 66% in total. The difference of two figures means Japanese farmers product relatively high value products such as vegetable and fruit and so on. Also, livestock farmers use large amount of imported concentrated feed such as course grains and showing low foliage self-sufficient rate and reducing food self sufficiency rate particularly in calorie supply basis.
It is significant trade deficit in agricultural goods and food sector, however Japanese Government is now promoting export of these products.  
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The figure is little bit older but tendency is equal to previous table.
The last values in consumption as food is 7-10times bigger than original agricultural production in ether word  farmer's gate price.
 




Establishing the Food Value Chain (FVC)
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As you can see value is added thorough the chain. Proper distribution and sharing proper manner and adding requested quality is essential.


Expansion target of the export value of AFF and Foods
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For raising income of famers by supplying high quality added value products not only to domestic market but also to overseas market by boosting export, our target is 1 trillion yen in 2019.

Seeds in the Food Value Chain

Seeds are at the upstream of the Food Value Chain.

High quality seeds are essential to start expected production.

Without qualified seeds, effective and efficient food value chain cannot be

implemented.

Seeds, as a start point of “Food value chain” , effective food value chainj cannot be started without high quality and qualified seeds is essential for food value chain. Not only ensuring high quality of seeds but also for stimulating development of high quality seed, protecting plant breeder’s right is very important.

Significance of PVP System
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This slide shows the point of its view.
Breeding of a new plant variety takes a lot of money and time.
However, the plant varieties can be easily propagated by others and the breeders lose the chance to recover the cost of the breeding. 
So the breeders need the protection system of the new plant variety to recover the investment. 
the breeders can get profit from the registered variety and then use the investment for the further breeding.
Therefore, in order to enhance breeding activity, the establishment of the PVP system is very important.

This positive cycle will motivate breeders and promote breeding of elite variety which will contribute to development of agriculture.
In the result of the development of diverse varieties which has characteristics of high yield, high quality or resistance to disease and pests, the farmers enjoy plant varieties which are suitable for the demands for the consumers or high yield. 
This situation leads to farmers to get higher income rather than the non PVP system.
Also consumer can enjoy delicious foods or beautiful flowers.

Branding is very important for market strategy, for selling high price which means high revenue to farmers and food industries.
High quality such as good taste or good looking is basic condition for marketing but sometimes it is not enough for market appreciation.
Yamagata prefecture, next to Niigata pref. is rice producing area but not enough appreciated than Niigata pref. Koshihikari in Niigata pref. best seller variety in Japan, with established brand.

» In order to establish a price position and raise
awareness until it is nominated from consumers, it
IS necessary that Prefecture continues to undertake
branding.




Infringement proceedings

In Apr. 2012, a official of Yamagata prefecture found that seeds
of Tsuyahime had been sold through a webpage of an
iIndividual. The finder informed Yamagata Prefectural Police
Department (YPPD) of the fact.

After investigation, it became obvious that the suspect had
germinated commercially-available brown rice of Tsuyahime
and harvested its rice seeds, and sold them to three persons
through the webpage from Nov. 2011 to Feb. 2012.

In July 2012, YPPD arrested the suspect on suspicion of
violating the PVP and Seed Act.

In Oct. 2012, the Yamagata District Court gave a sentence of
one and half years' imprisonment with a three years’ stay of
execution, and a fine of 500,000 yen (the prosecution’s

   Ajiro rindo or Ajiro gentian is popular flower variety and granted as variety in Japan. Producers made their strategy shipping to overseas as well as domestic market. As first step they’ve  got breeders’ right in some countries NZ or Chile and trademark in USA, EU and so on.  They exported their own products as cut flower to US or EU but also they introduced contracts with producers in NZ or Chile in southern hemisphere considering producing period of the flowers.

5. Conclusion

> PVP system can be basic tool for branding to ensure
high quality under proper management, however
itself might not be enough alone.

» Combination of other IP tool including patent or
trademark can be considered for more efficient way.

> International strategy including protection and
cooperation of target country should be considered.

» Continuous effort by breeders for promoting and
maintaining “brand” is essential
